A Lesson from Turkey Hunting 
 
It is a blessing to serve and to be affiliated with a healthy and 
growing church! Our resident Bishop, B. Michael Watson, 
would surely say “Amen” to that. Most preachers would say 
“Amen” to that. Why is Perry UMC healthy and growing? 
Many good things are happening in our church. We have 
anointed preaching and excellent music every Sunday. We 
have magnificent children and youth programming and 
dynamic congregational care. However, what really causes 
Perry UMC to be a healthy and growing church is the 
gracious extended hand of its people. It is evident that the 
Holy Spirit is at work when the people of Perry UMC come 
together. Very often visitors make comments like, “When we 
entered the sanctuary we knew this was the place to raise our 
children. We feel like this is home. God’s presence is here.” 
A vital key to a healthy and growing congregation is to make 
visitors feel at home and welcome. 
 
Our mission statement, “Reaching out to seekers and 
believers with the love of Jesus Christ” reflects our vision of 
God’s plan for our church. In 2007, sixty three new people 
and their children joined Perry UMC. Twenty three of these 
were by confession of faith. Confessions of faith reflect our 
church’s mission to “Go and make disciples.” 
 
Already this year thirteen people and their children have 
joined Perry UMC, one of which was by confession of faith. 
On Easter Sunday morning eight hundred and sixty three 
people attended our two worship services. It is evident that 
people are blessed as they come to worship God in our 
church. 
 
Last Friday I had the opportunity to do something I have 
never done before. I went turkey hunting with Chuck Ayer. 
We arrived in the woods long before day light and walked at 
least a half mile to one of Chuck’s favorite spots. Not long 
after the break of first light we heard a turkey gobble in the 
distance. The excitement began! We quickly moved about a 
hundred yards in the direction of the gobble. Chuck picked a 
spot for us to sit, handed me the gun and told me to get ready. 
Then he started imitating the sounds of a female turkey to 
bring the gobbler our way. It wasn’t long before we saw one 
gobbler, then two, then three, and before we knew it there 
were at least fifteen big birds within our sight.  Things were 
looking good.  The gobblers were  

almost within shooting range. Then a strange thing 
happened. The turkeys stopped and stared for a 
few seconds, and then vanished as quickly as they 
came. To make a long story short, I did not 
harvest a turkey. I asked Chuck what happened. 
He said, “They sensed something was not right so 
they left.” Quite often this happens in churches 
today.  
 
People come to worship and sense something isn’t 
right, and they do not return. However, the 
opposite is happening in our church. When people 
visit Perry UMC they sense things are right and 
they keep coming back. Let us continue this good 
work!
