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Our own Bishop, Mike Watson, called the General 
Conference to order in Fort Worth on April 29, 2008 
reading: 
 
    “... you are a chosen race, a royal priesthood, a holy 
nation, God's own people, in order that you may 
proclaim the mighty acts of him who called you out of 
darkness into his marvelous light. 10  Once you were not 
a people, but now you are God's people; once you had 
not received mercy, but now you have received 
mercy” (1 Peter 2:9-10). 
 
After reading that passage, Bishop Watson asked all the 
delegates to turn and greet one another with the phrase, 
“Good morning, your royal highness!”  It is my hope 
that our general church conference will stay in 
connection. . . in Holy Conferencing, treating one 
another as royalty. 
 
John Wesley reminded us that “Holy Conferencing” 
does not mean that people don’t talk about sensitive and 
potentially divisive issues.  But it does mean people 
agree to denounce inflammatory language.  When there 
is an atmosphere of love, respect, and prayer, people 
listen to each other better and make decisions for the 
best of the body.  There is less a sense of “winning” and 
“losing.”  Our love for Christ and His church, and our 
love for one another, transcends our differences. 
 
As you read this, turn to someone who is with you – or 
call someone – and say, “Hello, your royal highness!” 
 
See you this Sunday where we worship the King 
together.
