WHY I’D JOIN  
 PERRY UNITED METHODIST CHURCH 

 
I’ve thought about it many times. If I were not a pastor but 
just happened to be living in the Perry Area, would I join 
Perry UMC?

I would not want to tie in with a denomination whose 
giant cookie cutter  stamps everyone out alike. If it does not 
strike at the core of our faith, we think and let think—live and 
let live. 
 
More specifically, I like PUMC because she is a great church. 
The folks here have demonstrated a commitment to 
excellence for 183 years. . . great music, a fine staff, and 
dedicated lay people.  Most important, the Spirit of the Lord 
is in this place. 
 

I like the fact that, even though Perry UMC has a long 
history, when the wind of the Spirit blows in a new direction 
she has demonstrated the willingness to change. We are not 
stuck in the mud. “Old Perry UMC” is also “Dynamic Perry 
UMC.” 
 

I like our diversity. I would not want to be in a church where 
everyone is the same age, comes from the same section of 
town, holds the same political views, has the same soci-
economic-educational background, etc. That would be 
boring. I like having 3 worship service experiences on 
Sunday. I like the variety of programs, the service/mission 
opportunities, and the fact that PUMC is a growing church.

I’m 
looking forward to teaching that 5-week 
exploration.
