Mountains and Valleys 
 
He was one of the first people ever to 
be literally “on top of the world.” Sir 
Edmund Hillary, an obscure New 
Zealand beekeeper before 1953, 
suddenly became world-famous  as the first (along with his 
Sherpa guide Tenzing Norgay) to conquer the world's highest 
peak, Mount Everest. 
 
True "mountaintop experiences" are life-changing.  Reminds 
me of the occasion when Jesus went up on a mountain to 
pray. He took Peter, James and John along with him. While 
they are there, Transfiguration. The appearance of Jesus 
changes. He literally glows - bright, dazzling white, glorious! 
Two other people appear out of nowhere: Moses and Elijah, 
who represent all of their past religious tradition, the Law 
and the prophets. 
 
Peter babbles something about building three little dwellings, 
three shrines. One for Moses, one for Elijah, and one for 
Jesus in whom the Law and the prophets come together. A 
voice interrupts from heaven: "This is my Son, whom I love; 
with him I am well pleased. Listen to him!" Scares those 
men half to death. Then it’s over.  
 
Back down the mountain they all go. They do not remain 
there up on the mountain, as Peter suggests. There is work to 
do down in the valley where the people are. Where the hurt 
is. Where the need is. There is work to do. 
 
After Edmund Hillary climbed Everest, he became an 
overnight celebrity.  Knighted by Queen Elizabeth, his name 
was everywhere, on sleeping bags, tents, and boot laces. And 
he could have lived in his little shrine of success for the rest 
of his life. But No! He went back to Nepal, back to those 
people, the Sherpas, whom he had grown to know and 
appreciate and respect and love. He used his fame to build 
schools for the children. 
 
“Sir Edmund” died this past January.  But there are now 
6,500 students in 63 schools because of him. There are also 
two hospitals, a dozen health clinics, a million trees planted, 
safe drinking water systems, bridges and miles of new trails, 
all a direct result of Hillary's work.  Edmund Hillary had his 
mountaintop experience, and it moved him to a life of 
service. 

 
Yes, mountaintop experiences do us good.  But 
remember, faithful Christian discipleship is lived, 
not up on the mountain, but back down in the 
valley, when we use our lives, our gifts, our talents 
for Jesus' sake down in the valley where the people 
are.
