The “Nobel Prize” Paul wants is life in Christ.forever.
When the Apostle Paul wrote to the church at Ppiilipe
was in prison serving time for disturbing the pewadtd his
preaching of the gospel. He wrote to his friendBhilippi
about his overarching goal of “gaining” Christ f-b@ing
fully in tune with Christ, living and even dying in
faithfulness to his Savior. He said that the gdiheing in
Christ outweighed everything else (Philippians 211J.

To Paul, pressing on means not giving up. He'sabotut to
say, “Well, that's the way it is. We'll just have &adjust and
make the best of it.”

By the way, Einstein, of all people no dummy, kresnub
when he saw it. He accepted the award — he actnatiged
the money — but did not attend the ceremony. Atet Ja
when asked to name the most important honors he had
received, he reeled off an impressive list, butrditi mention
the Nobel.

Though most of us don't think often about the Hidgt it's
the greatest prize for Christians. It's awardedebdasn Jesus’
bias. So, let's press on, and do whatever neebls tione in
the meantime.
