What About Y’all? 
In the shadow of Rome, Jesus asks his followers, “Who do people 
say that I am?” (See Matthew 16:13-18). The disciples look around 
nervously, not wanting to attract the attention of any well-armed 
legionaries, and answer, “Some say John the Baptist, but others 
Elijah, and still others Jeremiah or one of the prophets.”  The 
disciples figure they cannot get arrested for simply pointing out what 
other people are saying. 
 
“But who do you say that I am?” Jesus presses. He’s speaking not 
just to one but to all the disciples. . . in the second person plural.  
Here in the south, this would be translated, “But who do y’all say 
that I am?” Only one of them, Simon Peter, answers, “You are the 
Messiah, the Son of the living God.” 
 
Now when Peter calls Jesus “Messiah,” this is bold.  Peter is saying 
that Jesus is the Son of the “living God,” not the son of a dead god 
like Baal or Pan or Caesar Augustus.  Peter’s confession is not polite 
church talk — it’s a courageous political statement. 
In fact, talk like this could get you killed. 
 
Today, we can be thankful we don’t live in a country where it’s 
dangerous to confess that Jesus is the Messiah. But in those days, 
Peter’s statement was downright countercultural.  So radical that 
Jesus is excited by what he’s hearing and says, “You are Peter, and 
on this rock I will build my church, and the gates of Hades will not 
prevail against it.” 
 
In other words, Jesus promises that the power of death will not be 
victorious. “I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven,” says 
Jesus to Peter the foundation rock.  I will give you access to my life-
giving and death-destroying teachings.  Even in anxious times 
everything will be okay. 
 
Many years ago, Edward R. Murrow, the famous radio and television 
newscaster, visited a liberated German concentration camp in the 
aftermath of World War II.  However, he was at a loss for words. He 
could only say to his listeners: “I pray you believe what I have said 
about [this camp]. I have reported what I saw and heard, but only 
part of it. For most of it I have no words ....”  Murrow was saying, 
“Trust me when I tell you how bad it is.” 
 
On the other hand, Jesus asks us to report good news. . . to share 
what we really believe about him.  He turns to us and asks, “What 
about y’all?
