A CITIZEN OF THE GOSPEL 
 
Read Philippians. . . again. Ever notice how Paul urges us to seek 
the strength of unity in our spiritual lives?  Do your best, Paul says 
(Phil. 2:5-11) to be a real community of faith.  “Live your life” —
here Paul uses the Greek term, politeumomai—that is, to "be a 
citizen" or "behave as a citizen."  Remember, as Paul wrote these 
words, Roman citizenship was prized above all else in the pagan 
world.  So here, Paul is using that same sort of selective 
designation to define the unique identity of disciples of Jesus. 
They are citizens of the gospel of Christ and should conduct 
themselves accordingly. 
 
On the other hand, how will the Philippians know when they are 
doing that?  What will be the tell-tale evidence of their faithful 
citizenship?  Paul says, I’ll know when I hear that you people of 
Philippi stand firm in one spirit, in "one"-ness striving side by side 
for the gospel. . . working together for the gospel of Christ. 
 
And obviously, Paul warns there will be negative forces that will 
work against unity. 
 

I was thinking the other day about how our U.S. 
passports used to be a kind of protective cover.  
Since 9-11 all that has changed and our U.S. 
citizenship marks us as targets.  A U.S. passport 
now clearly identifies us as a member of a way 
of life, a system of government, a code of 
conduct, that jihadists and other terrorists seek 
to wipe off the face of the earth. One citizen at a 
time if they have to.  And frankly, we aren't 
used to being thought of as the bad guys. 

 
Well, being a citizen of the gospel isn't about taking comfortable 
positions, or even about achieving the most accomplishments. 
Being a citizen of the gospel means that the needs of others --the 
community-- determine our course of action. And no matter what 
we are called on to do, we will find our strength in Christ— 
 
See you Sunday where the citizens of the gospel meet!
