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One of the most beloved books of the Bible is Psalms! With 
beautiful and elegant poetry, this book proclaims the wonder 
and majesty of God, the human struggle to live justly and 
lovingly with our families and in our communities, our need 
and a cry for help and protection, and much, much more. This 
“prayer book of the Bible,” as the pastoral theologian 
Dietrich Bonhoeffer called it, has been at the heart of 
Christian worship and Christian living since the early church 
began. Psalms is both a book that mightily exalts and praises 
God, and also passionately cries out to God to intercede in 
our lives when we come face to face with our human self-
centeredness and injustice. In a sense, Psalms is a dialogue 
with God, a conversation affirming God’s goodness, and a 
sharing of our need of grace and renewal. 
 
In a few weeks a new short-termed Disciple Bible Study 
entitled “An Invitation To Psalms” will begin at our church. 
Two small groups of fifteen will journey through the book of 
Psalms, seeking to understand more fully God’s revelation to 
us. I would like to invite you to consider being a part of one 
of these small groups of fifteen. One group will meet on 
Thursday nights 7 pm to 8:30 pm; the other on Friday 
mornings 10 am to 11:30 am. Both groups will meet in the 
Conference Room in the Crossway (Office Building). The 
Study begins with an Orientation Class, on either March 5 or 
6. Each participant will receive a Manual ($9.00) which will 
guide the class through the ten sessions of the “Invitation To 
Psalms” Study.
