He feared thanthely
popularized cult of emperor worship in the city \Wbu
distract Christians away from their commitment tai€t.
And Paul was convinced that Caesar was a major
distraction. He asked Christians to call “time,btd pray
each day, to worship. . . to remember to put tioats in
something enduring. Because whatever the disbtradbe
it insatiable consumerism or recession-shockedaoan
retrenchment. . . as with Caesatr, it will haveday and
then be gone, like so many hula hoops. In thentireae,
“pray,” Paul says, (1 Thess. 5:17) and the Lorgeasce
will comfort your hearts with good hope and givaiythe
peace you need. (see 2 Thess.2:16-17; 3:16)
