As we approach Father’s Day, I share this story from 
Bill Cosby’s book, Fatherhood. “Now that my father is 
a grandfather, he just can’t wait to give money to my 
kids. But when I was his kid and I asked him for fifty 
cents, he would tell me the story of his life; how he got 
up at 5 a.m. when he was seven years old and walked 
twenty-three miles to milk ninety cows. And the farmer 
for whom he worked had no bucket, so he had to squirt 
the milk into his little hand and then walk eight miles to 
the nearest can; all for 5 cents a month. The result was 
that I never got my 50 cents.” 
 
“But now he tells my children every time he comes into 
the house, ‘Well, let’s see how much money old 
Granddad has for his wonderful kids.’ And the minute 
they take the money out of his hands I call them over to 
me and I snatch it away from them; because that is MY 
money.” 
 
Bill Cosby helps us to appreciate the sacrifices most 
fathers make and to remember their willingness to love 
us in their own individual ways. Fathers are “Beautiful 
People” in the eyes of God. While no earthly father is 
perfect, let us encourage, love and remember our fathers 
on Father’s Day.  
 
I hope to see you “Beautiful People” in worship on 
Sunday.
