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"I coulda...," "I shoulda ...," "I woulda...." So begins some of 
the bitterest phrases ever spoken. Granted, these words may 
seem harmless, but the problem is that there is real power 
behind those frustrated feelings. . . power to keep you stuck.  
Jesus was truly unrelenting in his forward thinking! Consider 
how much time he spent teaching about the kingdom of God 
which, He said, was both now and not-yet.  
 
Of course, thinking about what you did is a valuable learning 
experience. This is how we learn to be tactful, to be careful, to 
be civilized. But although it is no doubt a good idea to look 
back and reflect on your mistakes from time to time, it is not a 
good idea to continue to review those mistakes over and over 
and over again.  So you might ask yourself two questions: (1) 
What prevents me from doing what I would, could, and should 
do?  (2) How do I deal with those woulda, coulda, shoulda 
moments in my life? After all, the trap most of us must learn to 
avoid is letting past coulds, woulds and shoulds so overwhelm 
us that it becomes impossible to act with an eye toward a future 
full of "cans," "wills" and "shalls." Missed opportunities/bad 
decisions may keep us from taking a chance or making a choice 
for our future.  
 
The scripture seems always to be very concerned that you and I 
have a right and proper attitude.  In the Old Testament, in 
Deuteronomy, people are asked to keep retelling the story of 
God’s faithfulness to them.  People are asked to express their 
profound sense of gratitude and thanksgiving towards God.  In 
the New Testament, Paul uses Exodus 30:14 as his template to 
exhort his embryonic community of faith to express its own 
trust in God, even as the Israelites did, with heart and voice to 
break free from, leave behind, those coulda-woulda-shoulda 
shackles that bind you to the past. 
 
Ask yourself what events in your life are subjected to the 
"coulda, woulda, shoulda" scenario? Are there missed 
opportunities or ill-fated choices that haunt you? Don’t let your 
pleasures from God be poisoned by the "if onlys," "wrong 
turns," "yes-buts," and "sour notes" of woulda/coulda/shoulda 
thinking.  Remember, the vision of discipleship is here and 
now.
