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As we live in Christ, that is as disciples of Christ, we periodically 
ask the question, “How can I be a more faithful follower of Jesus 
Christ?”  Or, stated another way, “What would my life look like if I 
was living like Jesus?”  The Bible answers that question in a variety 
of ways in many, many places.  One passage of scripture that helps 
us understand the answer to that question is Colossians 3:12: 
 

“As God’s chosen ones, holy and beloved, clothe yourselves with 
compassion, kindness, humility, meekness, and patience.” 

 
First of all, we remember we are special to God, a precious child, 
very much loved and wanted.  God is a very present help and 
blessing to us throughout life, and we can always, in any 
circumstance, count on God’s love to lift us up! 
 
The above scripture calls us to remember to live 
compassionately.  Compassion has a two fold 
dynamic within it:  first, we are empathetic to the needs and 
concerns for others, and secondly, we take action to help and care.  
Compassion, at its best, has both a sense of “feeling” the suffering of 
another, and then taking action to relieve that suffering in some 
meaningful way.  The parable of the Good Samaritan is a good 
example of this:  the two others that walked by may have had a 
degree of sympathy, but compassion at its best was revealed by the 
Good Samaritan who actually stopped and helped. 
 

As we follow Jesus, we grow in kindness.  This is not a 
minor virtue, but a very important way of living with 

others.  We remember those who have been kind to us because it 
affirms our personhood as important:  we are treated in loving, 
caring manner.  That feels good! 
 
To live humbly, recognizing the accomplishments and 
successes of others, and keeping our own in 
perspective, blesses the community.  Humility recognizes the 
considerate contributions of others.  It brings cohesion and trust 
within the community.   
 

Living meekly means to live with gentleness.  But don’t 
misunderstand gentleness; it is not weakness.  No, just 

the opposite, it is strength under control.  To be “meek and mild” is 
to be very strong, filled with courage and might, but all guided and 
directed by wisdom and love.  Meekness is a very powerful virtue.  
 
Finally, who doesn’t need patience?  Who doesn’t  
need someone at times to be patient with us?   
When we are patient we encourage and help and give God time to 
work in our love and care!
