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The Golden Thread 
“If you make my word your home  

you will indeed be my disciples.” John 8:31 
 
There is a golden thread that runs throughout 
the Bible from cover to cover: it is God’s 
covenant with humanity. From the beginning 
of the Bible in Genesis, all the way through 

the last book of Revelation, the scriptures reveal that 
God is trustworthy, and is lovingly and consistently 
reaching out to humanity with compassion, grace, and 
hope. From the beginning, the Bible clarifies that God 
desires, offers, and is proactive in establishing a 
covenant with humanity. Our covenant with God is 
established in Genesis in the story of Adam and Eve: 
God is depicted as walking in the Garden with them, a 
time of communion in God’s love and care. And 
although Adam and Eve break the covenant (they 
symbolically represent all people), God remains faithful 
to the covenant that God has established with them. 
God’s complete faithfulness to the covenant, and 
humanity’s unfaithfulness, ultimately reveals the nature 
of God’s grace so wonderfully proclaimed and 
exemplified in the life of Jesus Christ. The golden thread 
of covenant is a golden thread of love, grace, 
compassion, and hope! 
 
This Fall a cover to cover study of the Bible, and the 
“golden thread” that runs throughout it, will be offered. 
The study is called “Disciple: Becoming Disciples 
Through Bible Study.” Last week at Annual Conference 
in Tifton, I had the pleasure of meeting Bishop Wilke, 
the author of the “Disciple” study. I thanked him for 
creating Disciple, and it confirmed in my mind that it 
was time to undertake another Disciple study about the 
amazing, life-changing Word of God. I’ll be announcing 
more details about this 34 week Disciple study soon!
