YOUR CITIZENSHIP 
 
Late-night TV talk-show host Craig Ferguson, a Scotland native, 
became an American citizen on February 1, 2008. The process began, 
for him, in a TV broadcast in June of the previous year, when he read 
a letter from Mayor Vernon McDaniel of Ozark, Arkansas. Mayor 
McDaniel had made him an honorary citizen of Ozark to thank him 
for some complimentary remarks he’d made about the city, and 
particularly its catfish. 
 
“I’ve had my citizenship application to be a citizen of the United 
States in for a long time,” Ferguson informed his TV audience, “and it 
hasn’t come through yet. But I am now a citizen of Ozark. I’ll become 
a citizen one town at a time across the United States. … Sooner or 
later I will become, just by default, an American citizen.” 
 
On The Late, Late Show, Ferguson began inviting towns and cities 
across the land to make him an honorary citizen. The letters and town 
council resolutions began pouring in, until more than 16,000 
municipalities had given him that honor. Eventually, some governors 
of states began following suit. 
 
All this meant nothing, of course  - at least, not legally.  But finally on 
February 1, 2008, after passing the citizenship exam with a perfect 
score, Ferguson was sworn in as a naturalized citizen. 
 
Two months later, the new citizen was keynote speaker at the White 
House Correspondents Dinner, with President George W. Bush in 
attendance. Ferguson reflected on that experience in chapter one of his 
autobiography, American on Purpose (HarperCollins, 2009): “That I 
became a citizen of this country in [February] and was at a dinner with 
the president in March is, I think, in a small way, indicative that we 
are still the country we hope we are. I had wanted to be an American 
citizen for a long time; I have felt I was an American since I was 13 
years old and first visited here. Life got in the way, or, more 
accurately, I got in my own way. I was sidetracked and waylaid by my 
own demons, but America is the land of the second, third and 106th 
chance. 
 
“As I dozed on the … rattly airplane on the way home, I thought about 
my short conversation with the president. We had been talking about 
Scotland; he had visited for a while when he was younger and 
expressed a sort of puzzled awe at the amount of drinking that was 
done there, hinting that he had taken part in a fairly major way. We 
talked a little bit about the dangers of booze. I’ve been sober for 17 
years and, according to rumor, he himself a little longer than that. ‘It’s 
a long way from where I’ve been to standing here talking to the 
president,’ I told him.

‘It’s a long way from where I could’ve ended up to 
being the president,’ he replied. 
 
‘Only in America,’ he chuckled. 
 
We clinked our glasses of sparkling water. 
 
‘Da[r]n straight, Mr. President,’ I said. 
 
And I believe it.” 
 
One of my favorite stories told about Martin Luther 
is that he long maintained the habit, each morning 
just after rising, of making the sign of the cross on 
his forehead and saying to himself, “Remember, 
Martin, that you are baptized!” 
 
Baptism is the mark of a Christian  - your citizenship 
papers.
